Each Sunday in worship and then during the week in Small Groups we have looked at an aspect of love and how we can grow in love, deepen our commitments to one another and forge stronger relationships. I thought I would list them for you with a couple of thoughts about each:

We love because God first loved us. 1 John 4: 19
We need to remember that God is the initiator, creator and sustainer of love. We are only truly able to love because God made that possible by getting things going by loving us.
Make love your greatest aim. 1 Corinthians 14: 1
If there's only 1 thing on your list or if you commit to doing the most important thing first, your chances of success are good. Paul ends his love words by saying love should be our #1 goal.
I’m giving you a new commandment: Love one another  
in the same way I have loved you.        John 13: 34
I may not feel comfortable being a role model but others learn more from what I do than what I say. Jesus said, "Look at what I do and then do that." See how I love? You can do it too!
Words flow out of what fills the heart.  Matthew 12: 34
When it does come down to words, they matter also. They can back up, inform or put an exclamation point on our actions. They should be chosen carefully, especially if we might have to eat them later.
Love keeps no record of being wronged. 1 Corinthians 5
When it comes to past unloving things people have said or done, true love lets it go!
Love is not easily angered. 1 Corinthians 13: 5
Anger is a reaction that can help keep us safe, protect those we love or fuel us  to stand up to injustice. The danger of anger is that it can, and does, spontaneously lead us into sin. 
Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things. 
1 Corinthians 13: 7
Love is the goal of everyone. Making love last is the yearning of everyone. True love, the Bible says, Never stops believing what can be, always expects the best and is prepared to endure the worst. On Easter we will conclude love thoughts with THE POWER OF "EMPTY" LOVE. I hope you can join us!
